If you have a hard time reading and you're a good listener person Bookshare XE "Bookshare"  will really help, because you can listen to it and read it at the same time.  And it's easy to work 'cause you just press play, and it reads it off.  When I use Bookshare you put the headphones on and it reads it to you.  And you can hear it.  When I read a book it made me feel like I didn't really understand it.  But with Bookshare it's much easier to listen and know what's going on.  A bunch of the books that I've read have taken me to the sports stadiums including the Olympics XE "Olympics"  in Greece XE "Greece" , and many different places in the world.
It helps me in my class by keeping up with the work.  So if I'm listening to this and reading it, it stays in my brain for the next day.  And it's really helped me bring up my grade from below failing to above a B.
