I'm Steffon Middleton XE "Steffon Middleton"  and I'm here as a student at the Alabama School XE "Alabama School"  For The Blind XE "Blind" .  Since I've had access to Bookshare XE "Bookshare"  I've noticed that I've actually improved, because not only am I listening to the book, but I'm actually reading it here on my Braille XE "Braille"  display.  Go to the main menu and, then I press B to activate the Book Reader XE "Book Reader" .  Then from there I'd go to, to what the folder the book is in.  In this case it's My Books XE "Books" .  Okay.  I'm going to read, um, A Christmas Carol XE "Christmas Carol" .  And from there I press enter.  There are many ways to do it, but what I like to do is read with my left hand, and move around the page with my right hand.

So after each line I would press the thumb key to move on, and Scrooge XE "Scrooge" 's name was good upon change for anything he chose to put his hand to.  Bookshare XE "Bookshare"  will actually make college a whole lot easier because Braille XE "Braille"  books are very, very expensive.  And they take up a lot of room.  With Bookshare it'll all be there.  And just try it.  I mean don't be afraid of the technology.  I mean it's there to make life easier.  (technical)
